Camp Director Lois Heeren just completed her 12th year as
the UW-L women’s basketball coach in 2010-11. She is the
winningest coach in school history, and earned her 200th
career victory on January 19, 2011 versus UW-Oshkosh.

Coach Heeren helped lead the Eagles to their fifth winning
season in the last six years with an overall record of 20-8 in
2010-11. The Eagles recorded their first 20 win season
since 1987-88. UW-L finished third in the Wisconsin
Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (WIAC) with a conference
mark of 12-4, tying the school record for
conference victories. The team received a bid to the NCAA
Division III Tournament, their first post season
appearance since the 1987-88 season.

The camp coaching staff will also include UW-La Crosse
Assistant Coaches along with members of the Eagles’
women’s basketball team.
